APPRENTICESHIP ASSESSMENT

« The learner must complete an advanced creative colour conversion on previously coloured
hair.
» Questioning will follow each of the services for a total of four questions.
. Professional discussion supported by a portfolio of evidence (45 minutes).
. For the practical assessment learners will be required to sources their own models.
